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Why use financial instruments?

• A more efficient use of (scarce) public sector resources,  
especially for revenue generating or cost saving projects

• Greater leverage potential

• Brings financial discipline into the project

Key success factors

• Should be demand driven – ex ante is important

• Appropriate governance structure

• Get a «good» fund manager

• Flexible investment strategy

• Technical assistance to prepare projects
